Eliminate all ignition sources (no smoking, flares, sparks, or flames in immediate area). Keep
combustibles (wood, paper, ail, etc.) away from spilled material. Take precautionary measures
against static discharge. Use only non-sparking tools. Avoid dispersal of dust in the air (i.e.,
clearing dust surfaces with compressed air). Minimize dust generation and accumulation. If
sweeping of a contaminated area is necessary use a dust suppressant agent which does not react
with the product. Collect dust using a vacuum cleaner equipped with HEPA filter. Prevent product
from entering drains.

Large Spills: Wet down with water and dike for later disposal. Absorb in vermiculite, dry sand or
earth and place into containers. Shovel the material into waste container. Following product
recovery, flush area with water.

Small Spills: Sweep up or vacuum up spillage and collect in suitable container for disposal. Wipe
up with absorbent material (e.g. cloth, fleece). Clean surface thoroughly to remove residual
contamination.
